'Software' shall mean the computer program/s supplied to the Student by Oasys which the Student permits the
Student to use and shall include any replacements, modifications or additions supplied by Oasys.

AGREEMENT

This Student Agreement commences on the date of signature by the Student and continues unless and until
terminated in accordance with the provisions of this Student Agreement.

EXCLUSIONS

In respect of loss or damage arising out of or in any way connected with this Student Agreement and howsoever
caused (whether by negligence or otherwise)

i. Oasys shall not be liable for (a)special, indirect or consequential loss (b) loss arising out of any delay or loss of
time, production, profit, revenue or use.

ii. The liability of Oasys shall not in any event exceed in aggregate the sum of £10,000. Saving that nothing in
this Student Agreement shall limit or exclude Oasys' liability for death or personal injury resulting from Oasys’
negligence.

PERMITTED USE

This Student Agreement permits the Student to use the Software as part of their education under the terms of this
Student Agreement. All intellectual property rights and title to the Software shall remain with Oasys and no interest or
ownership therein is conveyed to the Student under this Student Agreement. No right to modify, adapt, or translate the
Software or create derivative works therefrom is granted to the Student. Nothing in this Student Agreement shall be
construed to mean, by inference or otherwise, that the Student has any right to obtain source code for the Software.

servants, agents, employees, contractors and invitees.

MODIFYING

The Student may not, without the prior written consent of Oasys, modify, reverse engineer or decompile (except
to the extent permitted by law) the Software or incorporate the Software in programs not provided by Oasys.

TERMINATION

The Student may terminate this Student Agreement by giving written notice to Oasys and returning to Oasys any
copies of the Software, along with any documentation relating to the Software.

Oasys may terminate this Student Agreement forthwith by notice in writing if the Student shall have committed
any breach of its obligations under this Student Agreement.
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This Student Agreement shall automatically terminate if either the Licence Agreement is terminated for any
reason or if the Student ceases to be a student. Upon such termination, the Student shall promptly cease using
the Software and shall return any copies of the Software, along with any documentation relating to the Software,
to Oasys.

OWNERSHIP

The Software and all intellectual and proprietary rights in the Software are owned by Oasys or by third party
proprietors (“Owners”), and its structure, organisation and code are the valuable trade secrets of Oasys. The
Student shall follow all reasonable instructions given by Oasys from time to time with regard to the use of trade
marks owned by the Owners and/or Oasys and rights of the Owners and/or Oasys.

Title, copyright and all other proprietary rights in the Software and the accompanying documentation and all parts
and copies thereof shall remain vested in Oasys and its suppliers, and the Student hereby covenants not to

ASSIGNMENT

If any term or provision or any part thereof contained herein shall be held to be illegal or unenforceable under any
enactment or rule of law, such term or provision or part thereof shall to that extent be deemed not to form part of
this Student Agreement and the enforceability of the remainder of this Student Agreement shall not be affected
thereby.
